The Indian Missionary Society (IMS) is an indigenous missionary congregation of priests and evangelist brothers working in

various parts of India. Rev. Fr. Gasper A. Pinto founded the congregation in 1941, in the Holy City of Varanasi, India.

This is a Pontifical Congregation. The charism of the congregation is pioneering evangelization. The Society has spread its
wings over predominantly non-Christian areas of the country.

The IMS has two provinces and a region, Delhi, Varanasi and Ranchi Region. On March 19, 2004 IMS Ranchi Region was
erected. It is a tribal dominated area where the people do not have basic facilities.

Its concentration is mainly in the villages where the people are very poor and exploited. The working area of the Region
consists of Jharkhand, Odisha, Bengal, Chhattisgarh and North East India.

The IMS Ranchi Region members work among the various tribal communities, who live in the forest and mountain, cut away
from the civil society. They are systematically being displaced and deprived of their rich mineral forest land.

They have no proper house, school, hospitals, food, water, road etc. Our members work for their protection and well-being
and to build up a humane and just society based on the values of the Kingdom of God. Mission Appeal fund also is used for
the formation of future priests. Thank you very much.
